Chair Craven called the meeting to order. 

T he minutes fi·om the meeting of April I I, 20 18 were presented to and approved by the 
Commissioners. 

VOTE 1: Christine McCrorey, Senior Program Manager, Boston Home Center Division 

To Accept and Expend a Grant from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts: to Implement 
Foreclosure Prevention Counseling Services. 

Grant Amount: $189,573.55 
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WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Division of Banks has awarded a grant to the 
City of Boston's Department ofNeighborhood Development, acting by and through the Public 
Facilities Commission, in an amount not to exceed One Hundred and Eighty-Nine Thousand 
Five Hundred and Seventy-Tiu·ee Dollars and Fifty-Five Cents ($ 189,573.55) to impleme nt 
foreclosure prevention counseling services; and 

WHEREAS, the duration of services will be through December 31, 20 18; and 

WHEREAS, the Public Facilities Commission, by virtue of the authority co ntained in Section 
(3)(f)(i) of Chapter 642 ofthe Acts of 1966 has the power and authority to accept grants, g ifts 
and other aid fl-o m the Federal Government or any agency thereof, the Commonwealth or any 
agency or authority thereof, or any charitable foundation, private corporation or individual, and 
to expend the same without appropriation; and 

WHEREAS, the Public Facilities Commission, by virtue of the requirements contained in 
Section (3)(f)(ii) of Chapter 642 ofthe Acts of 1966 has the authority to delegate any of its 
powers or functions to any other department or officer of the City of Boston and such officer or 
depat1ment is authorized and directed to accept such delegation and exercise the power and 
perform the function so delegated ; and 

WHEREAS, the Public Facilities Commission, by virtue of the requirements contained in 
Section (3)(f)(v) of Chapter 642, ofthe Acts of 1966, has the power and authority to make and 
execute all contracts and instruments necessary or convenient fo r the exercise and fulfillment of 
the Commission's powers, duties and responsibilities pursuant to this act; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT VOTED: That the Director ofthe Depat1ment of Neighborhood 
Development be, and hereby is, authorized to accept the above referenced grant and expend such 
funds, without further appropriation for the aforementioned purposes. 

NOTE: Clu-istine McCrorey addressed the Commission and provided an overview ofthe 
program. 

NOTE: Chair Craven stated, "Thank you, Christine." She then asked ifthere were any questions 
from the Commissioners. 

NOTE: Commissioner Mammoli expressed praise for DND receiving the grant for the e leventh 
year. 

NOTE: Commissioner Irish stated, "Thank you, I commend you on the work you are doing and 
make a motion that we approve this accept and expend vote." 

NOTE: On a motion duly made and seconded, the vote was unanimous ly approved.

NOTE: Chair Craven asked, "Was there a building in the middle of the property at one time? 
Because there's no egress, and there is no way to get in or out." 

NOTE: Neriliz Llenas stated, "There was never a building on it, as fa r as I know." 

NOTE: Chair Craven stated, "You can't get there fi·o m the sidewalk without walking tlu·ough 
someone else's private property." 

NOTE: Neriliz Llenas stated, ''No. This would only benefit the people who abut the propetty. I 
was happy to find Mr. Sanieoff to be a willing buyer." 

NOTE: Commiss ioner Mammoli stated, " It sounds like you have the record so fa r at 82 years." 

NOTE: She ila Dillon stated, "That is the record." 

NOTE: Neriliz Llenas stated, "DND has been diligently working on these types of parcels 
within our inventory so you will be seeing me here a lot more with parcels like this." 
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NOTE: Chair Craven stated, "Excellent. " She expressed praise fo r act ivating and bring ing 
pro petties back onto the City's tax ro lls.
