Commissioners.

Contract to dcsignLAB Architects, Inc.: To provide architectural design and construction 
administration serv ices associated with the Boston Centers for Youth and Fami ly (BCYF) Curley 
Community Center Renovation project located at 1663 Columbia Road, South Boston , 
Massachusetts. 

Contract Price: $1,180,078 

That the Director be, and hereby is, authorized to request f1'om the Mayor, in the name and on behal f 
of the Commissio n, written authority to award a contract, pursuant to a publicly advertised request 
for the qualifications under M.G.L. c. 7C, sections 44-57 with ad vertisements appearing in the 
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Boston Globe and City Record on Octo ber 9, 2017 and Central Register on October I I, 201 7, to 
d esignLAB Architects, Inc. , a Massachusetts corporation w ith an office at 35 Channel Center Street, 
Suite I 03 , Boston, MA 022 10. Under the terms of this contract, designLAB Architects, Inc. wi ll 
provide architectural design and construction ad ministrat ion services associated with the Boston 
Centers for Yo uth and Families (BCYF) Curley Community Center Renovat ions project located at 
1663 Columbia Road, South Boston, MA. T he tenn of this contract sha ll be 130 weeks fi·om the 
date of the execution at a cost not to exceed $ 1, 180,078 including $282, 150.84 for additional 
serv ices, which is a fixed fee of8.5% based on an estimated construction cost o f $ 1 0,563 ,849. 

The Directo r is, also, authorized to execute such contract, in the name and on behalfofthe 
Commiss ion, upon receipt of said written authority fi·om the Mayor.

NOTE: Commissioner Mammo li stated, " I know that building quite well. One ofthe things it 's 
used for by the Cit y is elect ions. One comment I would make concerning the design is there has 
always been a problem in that room w ith not enough lig hting for the e lection officials. I think it 's 
the M Street side ofthe building, make sure there 's eno ugh lighting."

That the Director be, and hereby is, autho rized to request fi·om the Mayor, in the name and on 
behalfofthe Commissio n, written authority to award a contract, pursuant to a publicly advertised 
request for the qualifications under M.G.L. c. 149, § 44 'h(c) with advertisements appearing in the 
Boston Globe and C ity Record on December II , 20 17 and Central Reg ister on December 13, 2017 
to Skanska USA Building, Inc., a Delaware co rporation with an office at 101 Seaport Boulevard, 
Suite 200, Boston, MA 02210. Under the terms of this contract, Skanska USA Building, Inc. will 
provide owner project manager (OPM) services associated with the Bosto n City Hall and Plaza 
Renovations project located at I City Hall Square, Boston, MA. The term of this contract shall be 
260 weeks fi·om the date of execution at a cost not to exceed $ 1,825,000 including $325,000 for 
additional services, which is a fi xed fee of3% based on an estimated construction cost of 
$50,000,000.
