Said map amendment would amend "Map 3Al38, East Boston Neigl'rborhood
District " by adding the designation "D," indicating a Plarured Development
Area overlay district to approximately 107,000 square feet (approximately 2.5

acres) bounded generally by Sumner Sh'eet and the Maverick Landing residential
