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Attachment A - Proposed BID Boundari€s

The proposed Greenway BID boundary is generally based on the following criteria: Properties must be

directty abutting the Greenway or are paroels of land made available as a result of the Central Artery

Tunnel project. ln addition, other properties near or along the Greenway plsnned for frdure development

are included inside the BID boundary.
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Attachment B - Fees and Benefits

The proposed BID assessment fee structure was created in order to contribute $1.5 million each year to

support the maintenance, horticulture costs and future enhancements ofthe Greenway. The proposed BID

assessment applies to all taxable properties in the BID valued at $10 Million or greater, except for one ( I)
to four (4) family residential properties and all residential condominium units within the proposed BID.

Tax-exempt entities (including not-for-profits) are exempt from BID assessments. The BID assessme t is

37 cents per $1,000 ofassessed valuation up to $200 million, plus 11 cents per $1,000 ofassessed

valuation over $200 million. Residential rental properties are assessed at halfthis amount, approximately

minoring the city's differential between coEmersial and residential property tax rat6s. Quarterly

installments ofthe BID assessments will be a part ofthe City of Boston property tax bills to properties

located hside the Greenway disfict and collected by the City ofBoston Collector-Treasurer on behalfof

the BID.

The proposod benefits ofthe BID are the capacity it creates to (l ) facilitate the maintenaoce and

operations of the Greenway , so as to ensue that the Grcenway is and remains a fust-class publicly-

accessible park, by incotporating private-sector resources with the funds and services provided by the

Massachusetts Departmont of Transportation, the City of Boston ald tbe Rose FiEgerald Kennedy

Greenway Consorvancy, and (2) enhanoe and improve the overall experience for everyone who works,

lives, or visits the deffired BID Distric! which includes the Gfeenway, to develop athactive business

conditions throughout the BID Distriet, and preserve and enhance property values tlrough the BID

Distric! through its contribution and involvoment in the mainteuance, improvement and programming of
ths Grcenway.
