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Petition ofNSTAR Gas Company d/b/a Eversource Energy, pursuant to G.L. c. 25, g 21, for
approval by the Department of Public Utilities of its Three-Year Energy Efficiency Plan for 2019
through 2021.

On October 31, 2018, NSTAR Gas Company d/b/a Eversource Energy ("Company"),
filed with the Department of Public Utilities ("Department"), a petition for approval of a
three-year energy efficiency plan, covering calendar years 2019 through 2021 ("Three-Year
Plan"). The Company filed its Three-Year Plan pursuant to An Act Relative to Green
Communities, Acts of 2008, c. 169, $ I I ("Green Communities Act") and Investigation by the
Denartment of Public utilili9SOnrts own Motion into Updatins its Enersv Efficiencv Guidelines
Consistent with An Act Relative to Green Communiti D.P.U. 08-50 (2008); D.P.U. 08-s0-A
(2009); D.P.U. 08-s0-B (2009); D.P.U. 08-s0-C (2011); D.P.U. 08-s0-D (2012). T\e
Department has docketed this matter as D.P.U. 18-l 15.

The Green Communities Act requires the Commonwealth's electric and gas distribution
companies, and municipal aggregators with certified efficiency plans, ("Program
Administrators") to develop energy efficiency plans that provide for the acquisition ofall
available energy efficiency and demand reduction resources that are cost-effective or less
expensive than supply. G.L. c. 25, $ 21. To accomplish this goal, Program Administrators are
required to develop three-year energy efficiency plans in consultation with the Energy Efficiency
Advisory Council ("Council") and submit such plans to the Department for review. G.L. c. 25,

$ 21. The Green Communities Act requires the Department to: (1) consider the plan;
(2) provide an opportunity for interested persons to be heard in a public hearing; and (3) within
90 days after the submission ofthe plan, issue a decision on the plan that ensures that all energy
efficiency and demand reduction resources that are cost-effective or less expensive than supply
have been identified and captured by the Program Administrator. G.L. c.25, $ 21.

The Company's proposed Three-Year Plan includes energy efficiency programs for
residential, low-income, and commercial and industrial customers. The Plan also incorporates
the Company's Residential Conservation Service filing pursuant to G.L. c. 164, App. $ 2-7(h).
The Company's proposed budget for the three-year period is $ 1 8l ,098,271 (ie., $57,756,3 I 7
in 2019, $60,521,019 ir 2020, and $62,820,935 ir 2021) and includes a performance incentive.

Ifthe Company's Three-Year Plan is approved as proposed, the Company states that
customers could experience the following bill impacts:
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A residential heating customer (Rate R-3) using 128 therms per month could
experience a monthly peak bill increase of $ 1.75 or 1.0 percent in 2019; a monthly
peak bill increase of $3.19 or 1.8 percent in 2020; and a monthly peak bill increase of
$1.02 or 0.6 percent in 2021;

A low-income residential heating customer (Rate R-4) using 120 therms per month
could experience a monthly peak bill increase of $ 1 .23 or 1 .0 percent in 2019; a

monthly peak bill increase of $2.25 or 1.8 percent in 2020; md a monthly peak bill
increase of$0.72 or 0.6 percent in 2021; and

o Bill impacts for commercial and industrial customers will vary. These customers
should contact the Company for specific bill impact information.

Customers who participate in energy efficiency programs may experience a monthly bill
decrease over the duration of the Three-Year Plan. For specific bill impacts, please contact the
Company as indicated below.

who desires to comment may do so at the time and place noted above or submit written
comments to the Department not later than the close of business (5:00 p.m.) on December
3,2018.

Any person who desires to participate in the evidentiary phase of this proceeding must
file a written petition for leave to intervene with the Department. A petition for leave to
intervene must satisfy the timing and substantive requirements of 220 CMR 1.03. The following
persons/entities who desire to participate in the evidentiary phase of this proceeding must file a
written petition for leave to intervene with the Department not later than the close ofbusiness on
Thursday, November 1,2018: (l) voting and non-voting members ofthe Council; (2) any entity
whose interests are represented on the Council; (3) any persor/entity that has participated in the
Council process; and (4) any person/entity that was previously granted intervention as a fuIl party or
limited participant in a three-year energy efficiency plan proceeding. All other persons/entities who
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desire to participate in the evidentiary phase ofthis proceeding must file a written petition for
leave to intervene with the Department not later than the close of business on Wednesday,
November 14,2018. Receipt by the Department, not mailing, constitutes filing and determines
whether a petition has been timely filed. A petition filed late may be disallowed as untimely,
unless good cause is shown for waiver under 220 CMR 1.01(4). To be allowed, a petition under
220 CMR 1.03(1) must satisry the standing requirernents of G.L. c. 30A, $ 10. All responses to
petitions to intervene must be filed by the close ofbusiness ofthe second business day after the
petition to intervene was filed.
